CHIEF COMPLAINT: Numbness and tingling of the fingers of both hands and pain in both wrists.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her husband stating that there was numbness and tingling in the tip of the fingers mostly on the right side, but also on the left side and she is a diabetic patient. She had the symptoms in the past and it was relieved with gabapentin.
The patient also complained of pain in both the wrists and the pain is worse upon exertion and it is relieved after resting. Pain level is 3 to 4.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, change in the bowel habits or stool color, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema or calf tenderness.
Sensory function is intact in the fingers; however, the patient has tenderness of the wrist on the ventral surface without any deformity and handgrips bilaterally equal.
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
