CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right-sided low back pain, premature ejaculation, erectile dysfunction, pain in the knee and shoulder joints.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed pain in the right low back and it started after he pushed a heavy object and the pain level is 4 or 5 and it is improving now. There is no radiation of pain to the lower extremities.
The patient complained of premature ejaculation within two minutes after sexual intercourse. The patient has ejaculation it was something he never had before. Also, the patient has been treated for erectile dysfunction. He is taking Cialis 2.5 mg two times a week and it has helped him the erection, but is not full satisfactory.
The patient has vague generalized pain in knee and both the shoulders without any joint effusion and there is no significant pain, sometimes stiffness.

The patient came today as a followup for hypothyroidism. There is no significant weight gain and the patient is scheduled for thyroid function test.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, excessive weight loss or weight gain, severe low back pain, skin rashes, or depression.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he works as a realtor. The patient has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use, or substance abuse.

OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement or thyroid enlargement.
Genital examination is unremarkable.
Musculoskeletal examination reveals non-painful movement of the knee joints and shoulders and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
