CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right fifth toe pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that the fifth toe pain started last week and it was intense and the pain level was 5 and it was relieved after resting. The patient then went to the urgent care and then she was started on antibiotic. After that she felt better. The patient was also told that she may have gout; however, her uric acid level was normal. At this time, the patient has occasional pain upon exertion. The pain level is less than 3.
