CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left testicular pain, left inguinal hernia followup, uncontrolled urination at nighttime, and followup for chronic bronchitis.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has left testicular pain for the past four to five weeks. It is also associated with loss of urine control during the sleep and he has wet his bed few times. The patient denied any burning, urination and has not seen any blood in the urine. This never happened to him in the past.

The patient also has left-sided inguinal hernia for a year to year and half and it is not painful, but he does not walk more than 200 to 300 steps.

The patient also came today for evaluation of chronic bronchitis and at this time the patient has no more wheezing and he is breathing comfortably.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, exposure to any infection, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities or skin rashes.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for diabetes mellitus and he is on metformin 750 mg one tablet a day along with low-carb diet. The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on diltiazem 120 mg once a day, hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg once a day as needed and metoprolol 25 mg once a day along with low salt diet. The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on rosuvastatin 40 mg once a day along with low-fat diet. All other medications are also reviewed and reconciled.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife. He is retired, but he does accountant work. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of any illicit drug use.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any carotid bruits or thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active. There is no suprapubic tenderness.

GENITAL: Examination reveals minimally tender in the left testicle; however, the patient has significant left inguinal hernia. It is slightly reducible. There is no testicular mass felt.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
