CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today after emergency room visit for right ureter stone and right kidney hydronephrosis.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has severe pain in the right flank area and he was then taken to emergency room at Adventist GlenOaks Medical Center. In ER, the patient had an extensive workup done including CT scan of the abdomen and pelvis and it showed right ureter. The patient was given pain medication and was seen by urologist and discharged home. The results of the ER visit test discussed with the patient in detail and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding. Now, the patient stated that he does not have any flank pain and his urine is normal color and the patient has followup appointment urologist since he had stent placement in the right ureter.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, sore throat, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary or bladder incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, skin rashes, or fever.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for vitamin D deficiency and he is on vitamin D3 5000 units once a day.
The patient has a history of mild gastritis and he is on omeprazole 20 mg once a day as needed in empty stomach.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his family and is currently retired and the patient has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use, or substance abuse and the patient is recently lost weight due to calorie intake and he is feeling much better.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft and slightly obese without any tenderness and there is no flank tenderness. There is no suprapubic tenderness.

Genital examination is unremarkable.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact without any focal deficit and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
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
