CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for head trauma, laceration of the scalp, back pain, generalized weakness, and followup after emergency room visit.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife stating that he slipped from the bed to the floor the nighttime and he sustained injury to the head causing profuse bleeding from the scalp. The patient was feeling to see and he could not get up the floor and then paramedics are called and the patient was then taken to the emergency room. In ER, the patient had CT scan of the brain, CT scan of the neck, upper back and low back and after that Steri strips was used to stop the bleeding on the scalp and the patient then had iron test done and serum iron was very low ferritin. The patient is going to be seen by hematologist for IV infusion within two days.
The patient has headache at the injury site, but overall he is feeling better.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, double vision, cough, fever, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or bleeding.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on amlodipine 10 mg once a day, enalapril 20 mg twice a day and metoprolol 25 mg twice a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus and he is on glipizide 5 mg once a day, metformin 1000 mg once a day and Januvia 100 mg once a day along with low-carb diet. All other medications are also reviewed and reconciled.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he has three married children nearby. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. His activity is limited due to recent injury. Otherwise, the patient is ambulatory.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals surgical dressing on the scalp laceration. There is no active bleeding. There is no tenderness.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Musculoskeletal examination reveals tenderness of the lumbar soft tissues and lumbar flexion is painful at 45 degrees. Weightbearing is most painful.

I had a long discussion with the patient and his son who is a physician and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
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
