History: Mr. Nieto was seen today. He states he had his labs done and wanted to discuss that also. He states for past three to four days he had gotten wet in the rain and then stayed at his daughter’s house where he got more wet and had sinus problems and cough and congestion, but he is feeling better today. He is not running fever. He did his COVID test that was negative. I have advised him a Zithromax Z-PAK and a Bronchial Wellness cough syrup and he will be seen in the office when his wife comes in middle of September. He will get a flu shot at that time. His lab results show improvement in liver function tests and negative hepatitis A, B or C and he states he is known of his fatty liver for a longtime. He is a prediabetic, but does not want to take metformin. He states 4 mg glimepiride was little too much for him, so he is starting to take 2 mg glimepiride a day and he is tolerating it well. Advised him to take losartan in the morning and glimepiride in the evening.
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
