History: Ms. Martinez has peripheral vascular disease affecting the right leg. Dr. Kirby did a right femoral endarterectomy and there was some swelling of the leg and he was concerned, so he had done a venous Doppler in his office that was negative. She states gabapentin helps her with the neuropathy of the leg. She has pain in the medial side of her right thigh following the femoral endarterectomy. Her oxygen saturation is about 90%. She uses one 5 mg Ambien at night to help sleep. The pulses are palpable in the right leg as well as the left leg now. The groin incision is healing and the claudication is reduced.

Medications: Her med list at home include:

1. Zolpidem 5 mg at bedtime.
2. Simvastatin 5 mg once a day.
3. Levothyroxine 112 mcg once a day.
4. Propranolol 10 mg one tablet two to three times a day as per the patient today.
5. Gabapentin 300 mg one capsule q.8h. as needed.
The Patient’s History is:

1. Peripheral vascular disease.
2. Lumbar radiculopathy.
3. L3-L4 decompression and fusion by Dr. White in 2018.
4. Left inguinal hernia repair surgery in 2016.
5. Right femoral endarterectomy in August 2022.
6. The patient is a current smoker and smokes 8 to 10 cigarettes a day.
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
