History: This is a telehealth video visit. Mr. Donald Thompson is a markedly obese African American male who states he did a telehealth visit with Doctor On Demand on Monday. He states his daughter uses that site quite often and he did that and he states all he was given was Astelin nasal spray and benzonatate, which is Tessalon Perles. He was not given antibiotics. When I asked him why they did not gave him antibiotics, he states he was told that he had to call our office to get checked today and get the antibiotics. So, the patient is calling for that. The patient states whatever medicines the other doctor gave have not helped him at all. He is still coughing. I told him there is no more cough syrup with codeine available. He has to use over-the-counter cough syrup, but I think he is sick and has too much phlegm, he probably has sinusitis, so we planned to give him some doxycycline and some prednisone in a tapering dose. I told him to come in the office Thursday. I asked him if he had COVID-19 testing done or not and he states he did the test and was negative. The patient understands plan of treatment. He will be seen Thursday if he is not feeling better. To Walgreens on Boonville Road, I called in prednisone and doxycycline.
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
