HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 7-year-old little boy. Father brings him in due to right eye irritation and itching. The patient has been rubbing his eyes. There is no other complaint verbalized by the father or the patient today. He has been fairly free from any illness. No fevers, nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. He plays well. There is no activity intolerance. He has had these symptoms for three days now, does not seem to be getting any better, father is wanting him evaluated today.

The patient is not taking any medications for relief.

The patient does verbalize when splashing water on his eyes, it seems to make his eyes feel a little bit better.

There is no change in his vision ability.

No other issues brought forth.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father and siblings.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. It is obvious he has some redness to bilateral eyes more predominantly on the right side.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 85/43. Pulse 84. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.2. Oxygenation 100%. Current weight 58 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Right eye erythema for the conjunctiva, also beginning so on the left side as well. Eyes are watery as well. Some matted exudate in the inner canthus of the right eye as well. Oropharyngeal area is clear.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Remainder of exam unremarkable.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Acute bacterial conjunctivitis. The patient will receive tobramycin ophthalmic one drop to each eye q.4h. for the next two or three days or until clear. Stop rubbing the eyes. Good hand washing encouraged. Father is going to be monitoring symptoms as well and I have advised father that if things are not resolving soon to either return to clinic or call me.
