HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This patient is here today with complaints of bilateral red eyes. Father is calling it pinkeye. He has had this for the last three days. The patient is not taking any medications for relief. He has been rubbing his eyes. Coincidentally, his brother has the same pinkeye conjunctivitis as well.

Not taking any medications for relief other than he does splash water on his eyes, which seems to give him a soothing effect.

No other issues verbalized today from the father. The patient maintains his normal activities and normal abilities.

ALLERGIES: None.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Unremarkable. He lives with many other brothers and sisters; I believe six in total and lives with mother and father.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress today.

HEENT: Eyes: Bilateral eyes conjunctiva erythema noted. Also, watery and eyes were matted shut, you can see some discharge at the inner canthus of each eye.

Oropharyngeal area clear.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur. Regular rate.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Acute bacterial conjunctivitis. The patient will receive tobramycin ophthalmic one drop to each eye every four hours for two to three days or until clear.

Good hand washing technique encouraged. Father is going to monitor symptoms and return to clinic or call me if not improving.
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
