CHIEF COMPLAINT: Lower abdominal pain.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a healthy 10-year-old young man who has had some abdominal pain since yesterday. Today, woke up with nausea. No vomiting. Mother gave him Zofran at home and is here for evaluation. He did eat. His appetite has been okay. He has been feeling nauseous. He has been having right lower quadrant pain for the past few hours. He has had one bout of diarrhea and some low back pain he complained of normal. Socially, he is not exposed to smoking. He is here with grandmother, but lives with mother.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: None.

IMMUNIZATION: COVID immunization not applicable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.
VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 80 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 97.9. Respirations 16. Pulse 66. Blood pressure 93/56.

HEENT: TMs are clear.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft. There is tenderness over the right lower quadrant. He does have some pain with hopping on the right foot. There is no tenderness over the groin or the bladder region.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Right lower quadrant pain. Ultrasound is equivocal with gassy abdomen. Liver and kidneys look good. No changes there. Urinalysis is “normal” given his location of the pain. He has nausea. I gave him a note to go to the emergency room to get a CT and a CBC and further evaluation.
2. Discussed with grandmother at length, told them they MUST GO TO THE EMERGENCY ROOM NOW.
