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The patient tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 2015, the patient was in Fort Stewart, Georgia.  The patient was in the military vehicle.  The patient tells me that the vehicle rolled over and then he was in the passenger seat.  He completely rolled over, and landed on the right side of the head.  He hit the head.  The patient at the time was wearing helmet.  However, he still hit the head and he was very painful after that.
In 2015, the patient was in airborne exercise.  He was in airborne School.  The patient had many traumatic impacts.  He hit the head.  He did not lose consciousness.  Also between 2014 to the present, the patient had many falls.  The patient was hit in the field many times.  The patient tells me that he was in many training exercises with the blast explosions.  There were simulated explosions.  The patient tells me that these explosions have caused him to have head injury.
The patient tells me currently he has headaches.  The patient has difficulty to focus.  The patient has difficulty with eye focusing.  The patients has difficulty with eye movement at times.

The patient tells me that he is currently captain in Army.  The patient tells me that he has difficulty with concentration with his work.  He has significant headaches almost on a daily basis.  The patient tells me that it is affecting the way he performs.

MoCA examination is 27/30.  The patient missed three on delay recall.
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
