I had the pleasure to see Louis today for initial evaluation for speech difficulties.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 28-year-old male, with chief complaint of speech difficulties.  The patient tells me that for the last few weeks, the patient has been having difficulty speaking specific letters.  Specifically, he has difficulty pronouncing the letter S.  Sometimes, he tried to say the S sound, it came out as “SHH” sound.  The patient tried to say “great”, and he said gwate.  The patient also does have challenging with the spelling.  He has difficulty spelling certain words.  He also has occasional tingling and numbness on the hands and feet.  He also has numbness on the tongue.  The patient tells me that he had an MRI done last year, it was reportedly to be normal.  It was done at Stanford University Medical Enter according to him.  The patient tells me that his symptoms started after COVID vaccination 1.5 years ago, worse after getting COVID in February 2022.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY
Anxiety disorder.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY

Left knee surgery.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS

1. Adderall 5 mg once a day as needed.
2. Xanax as needed.

ALLERGIES
No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY

The patient is single with no children.  The patient is a business analyst.  The patient used e-cigarettes.  The patient drinks alcohol on a social basis.
FAMILY HISTORY
Aunt with multiple sclerosis.  Maternal grandfather has stroke.  Paternal grandmother has heart attack.  Paternal aunts had MS.  Many family members have anxiety.  One sister has bipolar.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS
The patient has joint pain, muscle pain, cramps, tingling and numbness.  The patient also has depression.

IMPRESSION
1. Speech disturbance.  The patient tells me that he has difficulty pronouncing the letter S.  When he tried to say letter “S”, it came out as “SHH”.  The patient tried is a “great”, and it came out as “gwate”.
2. The patient tells me tingling and numbness in the tongue.

3. The patient also tells me that tingling and tingling in the hand and feet.

4. The patient also has family history of multiple sclerosis, paternal aunt has MS.  The patient tells me that he had done brain MRI last year, it was reportedly to be normal.  According to the patient, it was done at Stanford University.
5. I would like to obtain a brain MRI, to definitively evaluate and rule out for MS, stroke, and mass lesions.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Explained to the patient of the above differential diagnosis.

2. I would like to obtain a brain MRI, to definitively evaluate and rule out for multiple sclerosis, stroke and mass lesions.
3. Explained to the patient the common signs and symptoms for a stroke.  I explained to the patient to go to the nearest emergency room if he develops any of those signs and symptoms.
