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CHIEF COMPLAINT
Seizure disorder.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient has a chief complaint of seizure disorder.  Majority of the history is provided by the mother.  Mother tells me that the patient has new onset seizure for last three to four months.  They do not know the etiology of the seizure.  The patient has seen Children Hospital in the past, wants to see a pediatric neurologist.  The patient was evaluated for the shunt.  The patient has a history of VP shunt.  The mother tells me that she had a VP shunt placed when she was three months old.  According to the mother, the patient also had a stroke three months ago.  The patient’s mother was not able to tell me further information about the stroke.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY
1. History of seizure disorder.

2. History of VP shunt.

3. History of stroke three months ago on 07/16/2022.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY

1. VP shunt when the patient was 3 months old.

2. Surgery for scoliosis in the spine.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS

1. Multivitamins.

2. Aspirin.

3. Depakote 500 mg two pills twice a day.

4. Trileptal 300 mg pills, two pills two times a day.

5. Vimpat 200 mg pills, one pill twice a day.

6. Atorvastatin.

7. Aspirin 81 mg to two pills a day.
ALLERGIES
No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient is single.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient does not drink alcohol.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY
There is no family history of similar medical conditions.

IMPRESSION
1. History of seizure disorder new onset, dated 07/16/2022.  This is according to the mother.  The patient also had a stroke, on 07/16/2022.  The mother is not able to provide further detailed history.  She is not able to provide exactly the stroke symptoms.
2. The patient has a history of VP shunt, when she was three months old.

RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient and the mother of the above diagnosis.

2. Explained to them that I need to get all the medical records from pediatric neurologist.  The patient’s mother will give me all those information.
3. I will refill her seizure medication, Depakote ER 500 mg pills, two pills twice a day.

4. Trileptal 300 mg pills, two pills twice a day.

5. Vimpat 200 mg pills, one pill twice a day.
6. Explained to them the common side effects.

7. Recommend the patient continue to take the aspirin 81 mg a day.

8. Continue the atorvastatin 80 mg a day.

9. I will also obtain an EEG study.

10. The mother will give me all the medical records from previous neurologist and all the imaging studies and hospitalization records, including the patient’s history and physical and discharge summary.
