CHIEF COMPLAINT
Stiff person syndrome.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 30-year-old female.  Majority of the history is provided by the husband.  According to husband, the patient was diagnosed of stiff person syndrome since October 2021.  The patient was diagnosed at the University of Michigan.  Since the diagnosis, the patient is receiving IVIG treatment.  The patient was hospitalized for 53 days.  The patient was given IVIG and also benzodiazepine.  The patient was basically catatonic according to the husband.  The husband tells me that she had IVIG on 08/22/2022.  She has been getting it every three weeks or so.  The patient has seen a neurologist at Ann Arbor Hospital, Trinity Health in Ann Arbor.  The patient had workup for multiple sclerosis and they were negative.  The patient was subsequently diagnosed with stiff person syndrome and catatonia.  The patient was hospitalized for 53 days according to the husband.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS
1. Diazepam.

2. Lorazepam.

3. Carbidopa/levodopa 25/100 mg tablets, two tablets in the morning, one tablet in noon, and two tablets at night.
4. Lexapro 20 mg a day.

5. Tamsulosin 0.4 mg every 24 hours.

ALLERGIES
No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY

The patient is married.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient does not drink alcohol.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY

There is no family history of similar medical condition.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS

The patient has significant muscle spasms and catatonia.

IMPRESSION
Stiff person syndrome.  It was diagnosed at University of Michigan Hospital in Ann Arbor.  The patient was diagnosed in October 2021.  The patient initially had loss of balance and muscle spasm observed in April 2021.  At that point she became catatonic.  The patient was evaluated and was started on IVIG treatment as well as benzodiazepine.  The patient has been obtaining IVIG every three weeks.  The last IVIG was on 08/22/2022.

RECOMMENDATIONS
1. I will try to obtain the IVIG authorization for her to continue to IVIG treatment.
2. I will obtain authorization for her to go to an Infusion Center to get the IVIG.  According to the husband, there are no significant side effects from the previous IVIG. 
3. I will refer the patient to UCSF neuromuscular clinic, for further evaluation for the stiff person syndrome.
