SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen for Wellness Examination of medical problems. He was not taking nitrofurantoin for last few weeks, however, after stopping it recently he developed blood in the urine and he restarted nitrofurantoin about three days ago and there is no blood in the urine and there is no burning while passing urine. He has a history of recurrent urinary tract infection. He was seen by Dr. Mrunal Patel and he had a colonic polypectomy in 2019 with recommendation of repeat colonoscopy in three to five years and we are going to call Dr. Mrunal Patel office to find out when he needs to go for repeat colonoscopy at the time of initial colonoscopy report and biopsy report was not available. He has history of multiple colonic polyps. The patient has also been seen by Dr. Anand Cholia, cardiologist and patient had cardiac catheterization done on November 30, 2021 at Choice Care Surgical Center at Midland and it showed eccentric 60% to 70% proximal LAD lesion and ejection fraction of 65%. We have advised patient to follow up with Dr. Cholia.

PLAN: Blood tests were done today. The patient will also called Dr. Mayans office for diabetic eye examination. Urinalysis and urine culture will be done also. He will be seen again in six months.
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
