PATIENT NAME: Rogge, Jackie

DATE OF SERVICE: 09/06/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen today for Wellness to Medical Examination. He missed his previous appointment. He did not bring his medicines today. He has psoriatic arthritis and he was seen by Dr. Bellam and Dr. Bellam had prescribed Humira injection but he cannot afford Humira injection. He is being followed by Dr. Chapel for psoriasis. The patient wants different medicine in place of Humira.

PLAN: The patient will have blood test done tomorrow morning after he gets blood drawn we will order methotrexate 2.5 mg, three tablets every Saturday and folic acid 1 mg daily and he will have repeat CBC in two weeks. The patient was also restarted on phentermine and Topamax as he states that he is able to lose weight when he takes phentermine and Topamax. The patient will be seen again in one month and we will repeat CBC in two weeks and again at next visit in one month and after that every two months when he comes for phentermine and Topamax and later on every three months. He has been given methotrexate and folic acid for psoriatic arthritis. He will also takes Celebrex 200 mg daily.
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
