PATIENT NAME: Bublis, Paul

DATE OF SERVICE: 09/06/2022

SUBJECTIVE: This patient is walking with walker. He was seen for transitional care. He did not bring any papers from recent hospitalization, but we obtained history from him and his family. The patient was admitted at Covenant Hospital at Hobbs from August 14th to August 19th, 2022 for difficulty in walking from lumbar disc disease. Subsequently, he was transferred to Travis Rehab Hospital in Lubbock and he stayed there from August 19th to September 2, 2022. The patient is able to walk, but he needs a walker. His blood pressure is low today and we are going to decrease the dose of telmisartan to telmisartan 80 mg tablet daily.

PLAN: Medication reconciliation was done today. The patient says he had fall on August 14, 2022 and subsequently admitted at Hobbs and was told that he had lumbar radiculopathy. The patient is taking oxycodone and Celebrex for lumbar radiculopathy from specialist. He is getting physical therapy and home health through home health agency. The patient was restarted on tadalafil as he did not have refill. Dose of Cymbalta was decreased to Cymbalta 60 mg daily instead of 90 mg daily because he is having tremors. The name of the rehab hospital at Lubbock was Trust Point Rehab Hospital of Lubbock and he was there from August 19th to September 2, 2022. The patient is not taking allopurinol at present. He will have physical therapy. We ordered some of his medications today. He will be seen again in about three months.
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
