PATIENT NAME: Patel, Manhar

DATE OF SERVICE: 09/07/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient has been having intermittent dizziness for the last three to four months especially when he stands up, yesterday he was working in the yard and weather was warm and he felt dizzy when he stood up and he almost passed out. He does not have any chest pain. The patient is on olmesartan from India for high blood pressure.

PLAN: The patient’s blood pressure did not change today from standing to lying down position. Blood pressure was 120/80 lying down and 118/80 standing. The patient was not feeling dizzy today. We advised patient to discontinue olmesartan. We advised him to drink lot of fluid. He has a fungal infection of toenails. Lamisil 250 mg daily was ordered for 90 days for fungal infection of toenails. The patient is also advised to have heart scan done for screening for coronary artery disease. Blood tests were done today. Annual Wellness Examination was done.
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
