PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is 42-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 2 inch tall, weighing 182 pounds, and blood pressure 118/84.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: The patient is here for checkup.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and do CBC, hemoglobin A1c, CMP, lipid, and TSH.
