HEENT: On assessment, she does have just erythema to the right conjunctiva with matting noted to her upper lashes, eyelid.

NECK: Negative JVD. Normal range of motion.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation bilaterally.

HEART: S1 and S2. Respirations are even and labored.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds x4.
