Mother states that they have a rash or bites all over their arms and legs and basically entire body that they have been itching. She states that they did stay at a friend’s house who had multiple fleas and she is afraid that they were bitten by quite a bit of fleas, which caused this rash.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Denies.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Denies.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Denies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies exposure to secondhand smoke.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: See HPI.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, very playful, appropriate for age, well-nourished, and well-groomed.

VITAL SIGNS: Temperature 98.9. She weighs 31.8 pounds.
HEENT: Mucous membranes are moist. Pupils are PERL.

NECK: Negative JVD. Normal range of motion.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation bilaterally.

HEART: S1 and S2. Respirations are even and labored.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds x4.

EXTREMITIES: Normal range of motion. No edema.

NEURO: A&O x4. Gait is steady.

SKIN: Warm and dry. She does have not really rash, but she does have multiple lesions throughout her body diffusely approximately 30 to 40 insect/flea bites throughout her body and none of them appeared to be infected. It does appear that she has been scratching them.
PLAN: I did tell mother that she can get Benadryl over-the-counter if the itching does get too bad, but because she does have so many and continues to scratch, I am going to give her a prescription of mupirocin ointment to apply to those bites twice a day for 10 days. If she has any worsening of condition, mother will bring her back to the clinic for further evaluation and possible further testing. Mother does agree with the plan of care. She was given an opportunity to ask questions, she has none at this time.
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
