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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. Clinical case of a 56-year-old man from Haiti that is followed in the practice because of a long history of chronic kidney disease stage V that is associated to focal segmental glomerulosclerosis. The patient comes today for a followup without any specific complaints. He states that he has been mindful of what he eats that is the way he interprets the decrease in the body weight that is 6 pounds compared to the last visit. The serum creatinine remains at 6 and the estimated GFR is 30. Unfortunately, we do not have the protein creatinine ratio as we ordered it. In the prior determinations, there was no evidence of proteinuria.

2. The patient does not have evidence of anemia. His serum hemoglobin is 13.8.

3. The patient has metabolic acidosis that is treated with the administration of bicarbonate. The CO2 is 20.

4. The patient has vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

5. Secondary hyperparathyroidism that we are going to reevaluate next time.

We invested 10 minutes in the interview, in the physical examination and the face-to-face is 18 minutes and in the documentation 10 minutes.
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
