CHIEF COMPLAINT: Mr. Reinbold was seen regarding delusion, hypertension, and COPD.

HISTORY: I had a fairly significant conversation and states that she thinks he tries to bluff me. Whenever I come, his eyes would sparkle thinking that he can go home. He cannot function at home. Two years ago, he stated that his son Jay stole a couple of bushes and hay. He states that he did not have any of this in two years. He would sit in his garage and talk to himself. He talks to walls here. He states that Jay is in jail and in fact he is not. He had a previous wife name Buffy and he fabulates that his wife had an affair with a guy name Joe a year ago. She does not know of this. He asked his wife if she had the yellow Cadillac. In April, he pushed his wife and broke her left wrist. He thinks that they inherited the million-dollar house, which they do not have.

He has sleep apnea, but he cannot use a CPAP. He has COPD, but currently he is not short of breath and this appears controlled. He himself denies any specific symptoms. His osteoarthritis is the same. It is controlled with Celebrex. His dementia is about the same. He had left knee replaced in the past and it still hurts, however, no surgery is possible.

PAST HISTORY: Positive for dementia, hypertension, osteoarthritis of the knees, depression, COPD, and delusion.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He had a left knee replacement.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He is a current smoker.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Constitutional: No fever, chills, or major weight change. Eye: No complaints. ENT: No complaints. Respiratory: He is not short of breath. No cough. Cardiovascular: No chest pain or other complaints. GI: No abdominal pain, nausea, or vomiting, GU: No dysuria. 

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed or ill appearing. He was pleasant when I saw him and had no complaints. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 110/66, temperature 97.6, pulse 75, and O2 saturation 93%. Head & Neck: Pupils equal and reactive to light. Eyelids and conjunctivae are normal. Extraocular movements are intact. Oral mucosa is normal. Ears: Normal. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. CNS: Cranials grossly normal. Sensation intact. Musculoskeletal: There is scar of the left knee.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Reinbold has history of delusions and I will increase Risperdal to 2 mg b.i.d and stop the gabapentin and states that is affecting his mental status. He does have a neuropathy and he will monitor for any pain. 

2. He has dementia and I will continue donepezil 10 mg daily.

3. He has hypertension controlled with enalapril 10 mg daily.

4. He has COPD and I will continue albuterol possibly every four hours as needed. He is not wheezing at present.

5. He is on atorvastatin 40 mg daily for dyslipidemia.

6. He has gastroesophageal reflux disease which is stable. It is not bothersome.
7. For osteoarthritis, he can continue Celebrex 200 mg daily.
