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The patient tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury.  It was in February 2020.  The patient was in Fort Riley in Kansas.  The patient was in the field driving a bulldozer.  The bulldozer flipped over and rolled over him.  He was operating in it.  The bulldozer hit his head and back.  The patient immediately had loss of consciousness for about a minute.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient was dazed out.  The patient was seeing stars.  The patient had severe headache.  The patient tells me that he saw doctor after that.

The patient is currently having a lot of the headaches.  He cannot see through bright light.  The patient is very sunlight sensitive.  He needs to use sunglasses.  He cannot drive for a long period of the time because he gets tensed.  He gets scared.  He gets scared when he is driving for a long period of the time, then he gets heart racing.  The patient always thinks about his crash.  He is always afraid that he is going to go for the edge when he is driving.  The patient tells me that his eye hurts.  He has difficulty watching television and computers.  The patient has difficulty to sleep.  The patient has difficulty to read.

The patient is currently getting out of the Army recently.  The patient tells me that he was an equipment operator for the Army.  The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty doing equipment operation because of his experience of bulldozer running over him.  The patient is always afraid of operating heavy equipment.  The patient gets worried too much.  The patient also tells me that the headaches are affecting his concentration to operate a heavy machinery in the Army.

MoCA examination score was 19/30.  The patient missed 2 on serial 7s.  The patient missed 2 on language/repeat.  The patient missed 1 on language/F.  The patient missed 2 on abstraction.  The patient missed 4 on delay recall. His total score is 19/30.
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
