This is a 73-year-old male who is admitted to Skilled Nursing Facility from the hospital after he was found to have left lower leg cellulitis and is on IV antibiotics.  He feels better except some discomfort.  No history of nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, chest pain, shortness of breath, loss of consciousness, fever or chills.

PMH:
Significant for hypertension, hyperlipidemia, obesity, and history of non-Hodgkin’s lymphoma complicated by neuropathy from chemotherapy.

Noncontributory.

Denies smoking, drinking, or any drug abuse.

ALLERGIES:

MEDICATIONS:
As per attached list.

ROS:
As per history of present illness.

PE:
The patient is conscious, alert, awake, oriented x3 and hemodynamically stable.

HEENT:  Head is atraumatic and normocephalic.  Pupils are equal and reactive to light.

NECK:  Supple.  No JVD.

HEART:  S1 and S2 regular.  No gallop.

LUNGS:  Bilateral fair air entry.  No added sounds.

ABDOMEN:  Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES:   No pedal edema.  Left lower leg is slightly swollen and there is open wound to left medial base great toe.
CNS:  No gross sensory or motor deficit is noted.
LABS & HOSPITAL RECORDS:  Reviewed.

A:
Left lower leg cellulitis with open wound, neuropathy, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, history of lymphoma, and chemotherapy.
P:
The patient is admitted to Skilled Nursing Facility.  We will continue present management including IV antibiotics as recommended by the infectious disease specialist.  Physical therapy is seeing him.  Plan of management was discussed with the patient and nursing staff.
