Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup for Mrs. Fanning with chronic kidney disease.  Comes in person, uses a walker, overweight.  Comes accompanied with family member, treated for bronchitis, antibiotics, steroids, cough suppressants for allergies and nasal sprays.  Denies hemoptysis.  X-ray negative for pneumonia, testing negative for corona virus.  Presently no vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, or bleeding.  Denies infection in the urine although there is some frequency and urgency.  Stable edema.  No ulcers.  Denies chest pain or palpitation.  No falling episode.  No new bone pain.  Follows with Dr. Hassan for smoldering multiple myeloma.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Has been on Norvasc, nitrates, and discontinued Lotrin.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure today 128/68 on the left-sided, weight is 236.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress. No arrhythmia or pericardial rub.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  Minor edema.  No gross focal deficits.  Mild decreased hearing.

Labs:  Most recent chemistries creatinine 2 for a GFR of 24, which appears to be baseline for the last one year.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Low albumin, calcium elevated 10.4.  Normal phosphorus, anemia 100, large red blood cells 101 with a normal white blood cell, low platelets 126.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IV.  No Indication for dialysis as there is no symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, pericarditis or pulmonary edema.
2. Hypertension appears to be well controlled, takes Norvasc, nitrates, off the lisinopril.
3. Anemia macrocytosis thrombocytopenia, associated to smoldering multiple myeloma.
4. Relative hypercalcemia.
5. Exposure to methotrexate and prednisone.  Follow by rheumatology from rheumatoid arthritis.
6. All Issues discussed with the patient and family member.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in the next 4 to 6 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
