SUBJECTIVE: The patient was admitted at Odessa Regional Medical Center with cerebrovascular accident in July 2022 and after that she was transferred to rehab care. The patient stayed there for about three weeks. The patient ran out of all her medicines and she came for followup. She has difficulty with memory. Her blood pressure is high because she is not taking her medicines. We have done a medication reconciliation and ordered all her medicines. She did not have bottle of amlodipine and we have started her on amlodipine. She was seen by Dr. Neerukonda and Dr. Neerukonda had started her on amiodarone. We renewed all her prescription. She is not taking any blood thinners and we advised her to take aspirin 81 mg daily. She has difficulty with memory and donepezil 5 mg at bedtime was ordered.

PLAN: We spoke with the family and reordered all the medicines. List of medications was given to the patient. The patient will be seen again in about three months and blood test will be done at next visit.
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
