This is a followup consultation on Patsy Davis.

The patient is seen for Dr. Sears.

Thank you for this referral.

This patient was seen two weeks ago for anemia. She recently had blood transfusion. Lab tests were done and at that time on 08/26 hemoglobin was 8.5 and hematocrit was 27.5. Her MCV was 95. Her iron was 30 and saturation was 9. Her erythropoietin level was 65.3, reticulocyte count was 3.4, and haptoglobin level was very low less than 10 so her blood work is suggestive of possible hemolytic anemia and some element of iron deficiency anemia. The patient denied any blood loss that she could ascertain so we will go ahead and give her a trial of steroids so I wrote her prescription of prednisone 50 mg daily for 10 days. We will see her in two weeks to check the CBC. I also told her to take prednisone after she ate something to prevent any gastric issues. If hemolytic anemia is prevailing then her hemoglobin should improve. At some point, we will also ask her to take some iron.
