HISTORY: This is a 56-year-old lady here with ear pain.

The patient stated that this started approximately three weeks now. She states she feels there is something in the ear and sometimes when she leans the left lateral surface feel like something in there moving. She is requesting that we irrigate her ear.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

HEENT: Left ear small effusion. Effusion appears purulent behind the TM. TM is dull.

Mastoid tenderness to palpation and origin of mastoid no erythema and no edema.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.
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SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Mastoiditis.

2. Ear pain.

3. Ear effusion.

PLAN: Procedure: The patient’s ear was irrigated and no wax was removed. No wax came out. She requested it to be irrigated although physical exam revealed no impaction. She insists on getting irrigated. She states after the irrigation, she felt better. She will be sent home with amoxicillin 500 mg take one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.

She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
