SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented. He is interactive. The patient is actually coughing.

VITAL SIGNS: 

O2 saturation 98% on room air

Blood pressure 94/61

Pulse 88

Respirations 18

Temperature 98.3.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. He has mild diffuse inspiratory and expiratory wheezes.

NOSE: Congested with green discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. No rebound. No guarding. He has normal bowel sounds.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Child is alert and oriented. Mood is normal. Affect is normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute bronchitis.

2. Acute rhinitis.

3. Cough.
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4. Acute sinusitis.

PLAN: Flu test A and B were done in the clinic and they both are negative. COVID test was done in the ER that was negative also.

The patient was sent home with the following medications: Zithromax 200/5 mL he will take two teaspoon p.o now and then one teaspoon daily until gone, #30 mL., Zyrtec 1/1 mL he will take 5 mL p.o. q.a.m. x30 days, #150 mL, and Bromfed 2/10/30/5 mL take one teaspoon b.i.d for 10 days.
