History: Ms. Hedderman was accompanied by her husband today. I initially had seen her for some dizziness. Her dizziness is resolved, but last weekend, she had to go to emergency room with extremely severe excruciating neck pain. The patient was given morphine in the emergency room. She states her pain was so bad that her jaws were hurting also. The patient finally had an MRI of the C-spine that shows multilevel degenerative disease of C-spine. The patient tells me that she has seen Dr. Owens in the past and they tried to give her steroid shot in the neck, but was not successful. To note, Dr. Owens is an anesthesiologist. The second thing is Ms. Judy Hedderman has had a back surgery done by a surgeon in Houston, then she has had an ankle surgery and then she has had carpal tunnel surgery. She also has long-standing hypertension and hyperlipidemia. I had done a CT scan of the head that showed microvascular disease. Ms. Hedderman is using a cane for ambulation. Her med list reconciled. The patient will be referred to Brain and Spine Institute. She particularly got a referral from the ER for Dr. Gerard Toussaint. I told the patient that that probably would be the best is to see the neurosurgeon. We will send them the copy of the MRI and the CT of the head and then let them decide if she is a candidate for injections or any surgical intervention. The patient understands plan of treatment.
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
