History: Mr. Bobby Vaughn was seen today. He states he went to the ER after he was found to have the deep vein thrombosis in the right leg. He was given a shot of anticoagulant and sent home on oral Eliquis, following which he saw Dr. Mitchell on 09/06/2022 Dr. Mitchell evaluated him and he is going to undergo testing for coronary artery disease. There is also a possibility that he may have arterial circulation problem in the right upper extremity and left lower extremity. Dr. Mitchell has referred him and has an appointment next week Tuesday to see Dr. Kirby or Dr. Smith for these problems, for arterial ultrasounds on the right upper extremity and left lower extremity. In the meantime, he is going to undergo further cardiac testing. This is a 61-year-old African American male who has multiple medical problems. I told him we will have to send him referral to the cancer center to get hematology opinion as to why he is having recurrent DVT. He is strongly encouraged to discontinue smoking as smoking or dipping snuff exacerbates peripheral vascular disease as well as DVT. To note, he also has a right inferior vena cava filter. The patient was put on Coumadin before when he was in another state and the patient had not been taking his Coumadin for several months. The patient was not admitted in the ER, just sent home on Eliquis 5 mg twice a day, now he is undergoing workup. He is updated as far as flu shot is concerned. He is updated as far as his A1c is concerned. He does need to see an eye doctor. His stool iFOB was negative. He also has chronic pain and cervical spondylosis. Today, we have sent prescriptions to Humana for glucometer strips and lancets as well as his metformin. Rest of the exam is as in the chart. I have explained to the patient that he has multiple medical problems and is chronically ill and I will need to see him at least every two weeks till everything gets settled as far as his diagnosis is concerned. He understands plan of treatment.
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
