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I have results from Central Texas Heart Center of lower arterial Doppler/duplex scan of the lower extremity arteries done today and the patient has peripheral vascular disease, I73.9, which reveals right posterior tibial artery is occluded, incidental finding of chronic obstruction right femoral vein and then occluded SFA from near ostial region to the popliteal artery below the articulation. The left leg which clinically I felt he had peripheral vascular disease it shows triphasic Doppler tracing throughout the left common femoral artery. The left proximal femoral artery, mid femoral artery, distal femoral artery, popliteal artery, dorsalis pedis artery, and peroneal artery waveforms are absent. Monophasic flow noted throughout the left posterior tibial artery and anterior tibial artery. The right leg biphasic Doppler tracing noted throughout the right profunda femoris artery and monophasic flow noted through right posterior tibial artery. So, the patient has severe peripheral vascular disease and he is going to see Dr. Kirby or Dr. Smith next week.
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
