History: Ms. McCombs, a few days ago she accidentally poked her eye and ended up getting bacterial conjunctivitis. She was seen by the eye doctor and prescribed moxifloxacin eye drops. The patient is a 95-year-old, I am trying to keep her out of the hospital and see her more frequently so that I can manage her medicines. The patient as well as the family appreciate my service. I did her blood work and the last blood work showed BUN to be 26, but creatinine was 1.10, which is essentially normal creatinine. The patient states it feels like she is short of breath little bit and I advised that we can increase her furosemide to 20 mg once a day for five days. The patient will have just a CMP done in two weeks and will come for followup. The patient states she has been exposed to secondhand smoke long because her husband as well as her father both smoked and she did have a little bit of wheezing in the lower parts of her lung. She has never used inhaler, but she has atrial fibrillation, but the rate is controlled on amiodarone and Eliquis. The patient will try 20 mg furosemide five times a week, get the lab work done and come and see me on September 22. The patient understands plan of treatment. I have reviewed the records of Dr. Vancleave that the patient saw for bacterial conjunctivitis of the eye.
