LUCKETT, ADELL
This is a 98-year-old woman who has been cared for under Avatar Hospice with history of Alzheimer’s disease. Other comorbidities include depression, protein-calorie malnutrition, agitation, behavioral problems, constipation, and diabetes. The patient also has severe neuropathy of the lower extremity that causes pain on regular basis. Since last certification, the patient has had significant worsening memory loss. Cognitive abilities are now down to zero. The patient has been eating may be 5 to 10% of her food. Her protein-calorie malnutrition is definitely worsening. She is now totally disoriented, not aware of self, times, or place. She becomes very agitated in the evening because of sundowner syndrome.
She is currently cared for by her daughter Elanora. She is not totally bed bound. KPS score is slipping to 30%, continues to be totally disabled with ADL dependency. The patient is bowel and bladder incontinent of course. Muscle wasting in the lower extremity as well as temporal wasting noted. Given the patient’s worsening Alzheimer’s dementia and objective findings related to her weight loss of 5.4 pounds as well as protein-calorie malnutrition and severe muscle wasting and behavioral issues, the patient does remain hospice eligible, will be cared for under hospice at this time.
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
