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1. MM, 62-year-old gentleman with unstable angina that was sent home. I sent an E-mail separately yesterday. I left message for the patient.
2. BM, 13-year-old with ear pain, diagnosed with otitis media, treated with Norco, Motrin, and Amoxil and sent home. Apparently, there was otitis externa present. The patient should have had some ear drops in the emergency room. I left message for the patient.
3. AV, 16-year-old with abdominal pain and vomiting. White count 15.9. Received Zofran, morphine, and IV fluid, was sent home. Family did not answer the phone.
4. KF, 8-year-old comes in with cough. No workup. Given a prescription for albuterol. Mother states that the child is still coughing and would like to know why no more testing was done. They are going to see their PCP today.
5. JC, 46-year-old seen with body ache, stomach pain, and back pain. Swab test was negative, was treated with Zofran, Toradol, clear liquid diet, tolerated in the emergency room, diagnosed with viral gastroenteritis. The problem was the patient had copious amount of blood noted in the urine which was missed, never noted and last period she had was in August. The patient did not answer the phone.

6. SC, 5-year-old with fever and runny nose. Vitals stable. Swab test negative. Sent home with common cold and viremia. No medications. The child is better. Mother was happy with the visit.

7. DB, is a 7-year-old seen with toothache, diagnosed with dental caries. No treatment. Sent to dentist.
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
