CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with complaints of being scratched in her right eye by her baby; struck his finger in her eye two days ago, now with some matting in the morning, it is also itching.

PRESENT ILLNESS: As above, mild trauma to the right eye (baby struck it with her finger, past two days), complains of itching and mild exudate.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Within normal limits. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Eye Exam: Visual acuity within normal limits. Eyelids within normal limits except for slight erythema. Conjunctivae slightly injected with slight exudates. Cornea without evidence of injury or foreign body. Extraocular muscles intact. Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Anterior chamber is within normal limits. Posterior chamber light is thinner. Remainder of the head, eyes, ears, nose and throat within normal limits. Skin: Without abnormalities. Neck: Without abnormalities. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Evaluation within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Trauma to the right eye with secondary mild conjunctivitis, possible minor corneal abrasion, cleared.

PLAN: The patient was given prescription for erythromycin ophthalmic ointment with topical care actually with warm moist compresses. Follow up as needed.
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
