CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of congestion, sore throat, also urinary tract infection and right low back pain.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough, congestion and sore throat for the past day, states cannot pass urine.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, COPD, congestive heart failure due to asthma, arthritis.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left shoulder and right hip.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Singulair, Lasix, Spiriva, and metoprolol.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Chronic COPD, dysuria times one and half days with right flank pain for two days. Past history is as above; congestive heart failure, COPD, reflux with surgery five years ago.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in mild distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema of pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Decreased breath sounds and rhonchi. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Right CVA tenderness. Skin: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

A UA and culture and sensitivity obtained.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Right flank pain, upper respiratory infection, and COPD.

PLAN: The patient was given injection of Rocephin and dexamethasone with a prescription of Bactrim Double Strength, Medrol Dosepak. Told that Bactrim Double Strength is the only one that works. The patient was instructed to follow up as needed with primary doctor and with the emergency room as required.
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
