PRESENT ILLNESS: Sore throat x 2 days, given amoxicillin 500 mg x 1 yesterday with history of recurrent strep.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None except for amoxicillin 500 mg x 1 given by mother yesterday.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.

FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past history with recurrent strep.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema of pharynx with *__________* left greater than right. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

Strep screen was obtained which was negative.

IMPRESSION: Pharyngitis with history of strep.

PLAN: The patient was advised to continue amoxicillin 500 mg b.i.d. for 10 days total. Follow up as needed.
