CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for medical evaluation for ADHD and anxiety disorder with medication refills.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had ADHD and anxiety disorder and was seen by psychiatrist on regular basis and the patient is on alprazolam and Adderall; however, the patient is going to run out of the medication next few days and wants to have a refill.
The patient came today with his wife and he is a psychologist by profession. The patient stated that he has been seen by psychiatrist on regular basis.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors. The patient also denied any excessive weight loss or weight gain.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for metallic aortic and mitral valve surgery. Currently, the patient takes warfarin 7.5 mg once a day and has been seen by cardiologist on regular basis.
ALLERGIES: Penicillin mild rashes, no respiratory distress.
FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he has two children. The patient denied smoking habits, alcohol use or substance abuse and he is very active and he is on general healthy diet.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

Chest is symmetrical without any deformity and there is no axillary lymph node enlargement and surgical scar is in the midline.
HEART: Rapid first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur and he has metallic click and after the rest heart rate improved.

LUNGS: Good air entry bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
PSYCHOLOGICAL: The patient appears stable and has normal affect.

I had a long discussion with the patient and his wife and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
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
