CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of leg swelling and inability to walk.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife stating that he has leg swelling on and off. It has been consistent now and also it is difficult for the patient to elevate the legs. Also has weakness. The patient’s wife stated that the patient has difficulty to walk due to legs being heavy and loss of balance.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, ear pain, sore throat, nausea, vomiting, urinary or bowel incontinence, tremors, focal weakness of the upper extremities, open wounds or skin rashes.

OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: Pedal edema both legs just below the knee. There are no ischemic changes of the toes. Peripheral pulses are bilaterally equal.

NEUROLOGICAL: Generalized weakness and the patient walks with a walker and sometimes with assistance.

I had a long discussion with the patient and his wife. The patient will be safe if he has hospital bed and also to raise his legs.
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
