SUBJECTIVE: The patient is a 79-year-old African American female who is being seen in televisit today for a diagnosis of COVID-19. The patient started having symptoms four days ago on Tuesday with sinus congestion, drainage, fever, chills, feeling sleepy, body aches, cough without shortness of breath, clear sputum production and sometime greenish. She is not feeling well. She tested today positive for COVID-19 by home antigen testing. She did receive COVID-19 vaccination a total of three shots including one booster earlier this year.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Hypertension.

3. Diabetes mellitus type II.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes hysterectomy, oral surgery, and amputation in the toe.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married and has had two adult children. No smoking. Occasional alcohol. No drug use. She is a retired teacher.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory. Her current weight is 178 pounds.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: Acute SARS CoV-2 infection/COVID-19 syndrome. The patient will be treated with early treatment protocol and multidrug early treatment protocol with ivermectin, hydroxychloroquine, azithromycin, Bromfed, prednisone, nystatin, famotidine, albuterol inhaler, Symbicort inhaler, vitamin C, vitamin D3, zinc, aspirin, and melatonin.
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The patient was advised that both ivermectin and hydroxychloroquine are not FDA approved to treat COVID-19, but they are being used here off label and she agrees for treatment to proceed with prescription. The patient is going to call me in few days if she does not feel any better. We are going to see her back in televisit in one week to followup.
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
