Thank you for this referral.

This is an 83-year-old male recently has been diagnosed with cutaneous T-cell lymphoma it is also called mycosis fungoides and his disease at present in stage IIB. The patient was referred to Dr. Goff at UT Southwest and she advised radiation with patient had for a lesion in the back area and now he is here for further recommendation is per Dr. Goff advice. The patient will benefit from systemic chemotherapy with Adcetris given every three weeks schedule.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 83-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 6 inches tall, weighing 160 pounds, and blood pressure 126/73.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph nodes positive in the axilla.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: As well as trunk showed scattered lesions all over the body with pinkish coloration and maculopapular scaly lesions.

LABS: His WBC was 6.5, hemoglobin 13.9, hematocrit 40.9, platelet 156, creatinine was 1.29, and LDH was 234 that is slightly high.
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DIAGNOSIS: Cutaneous T-cell lymphoma stage IIB

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and request preauthorization for Adcetris 130 mg q.3 weeks, which is according to his body weight and height. Also, we will request p.r.n. Neupogen 480 mcg subQ as needed just in case if he becomes neutropenic.
