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1. HL, 28-year-old seen with diarrhea and vomiting. Workup was appropriate that included CBC, CMP, urinalysis, pregnancy test and CT of the abdomen. The patient was diagnosed with gastroenteritis, sent home and she was happy with the care she received. She felt like she was seen timely and there were no issues with the visit or the testing by the physician.

2. MW, 60-year-old woman with shoulder pain. She said Dr. Rajan was great. He did an x-ray of her shoulder, which was negative, but she had terrible things to say about Pam, the nurse that took care of her; she made fun of her; she made fat jokes and made her feel terrible. She was so glad that I called and she could talk to someone regarding Pam. This is a nurse on 09/02/2022. The patient presented at 11 a.m., left at 1400. Testing was appropriate.

3. MG, 20-year-old seen with herpetic lesions on his penis. He was tested for monkeypox and swabs were sent for viral culture, which were negative. He was treated with acyclovir and this is the same patient that came back a few days later because he had never filled his medication. He was happy with the care that Dr. Rajan provided and the workup was appropriate.

4. MS, this is a 24-year-old woman who was seen with vaginal bleeding. She was in active labor. She was transferred out after CMP, CBC, and Rh factors were obtained by Dr. Rajan. She felt like everything was done appropriately. She went to the Kingwood Hospital where she had a baby boy; emergency C-section, but she thought that everybody at Deerbrook did things quickly and send her out in a timely manner and Dr. Rajan’s workup was very appropriate.

5. MG, 14-year-old seen with sore throat and congestion. Chest x-ray negative. Swab test negative. Given albuterol. Workup was exactly what the patient needed and the patient is doing better and mother felt like the patient was seen very quickly in a timely manner.
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6. RM, is a 66-year-old fellow seen with burning in urination. He had a urinalysis done as well as culture and sensitivity, which grew 100,000 colonies of E. coli. Treated with Cipro. Workup appropriate. Probably could have done blood work in a 66-year-old, but nevertheless, the patient was treated, he is doing fine and he thought Dr. Rajan did a great job and he did not have to wait too long to be seen by the physician.

7. AG, is a 9-year-old young man who was seen with cough and chest pain. Chest x-ray was negative. Swab tests were negative. He was treated with azithromycin and sent out with bronchitis. Left a message for the family.

8. AG, is a 12-year-old that was seen with cough. Blood test and chest x-ray negative. Treated with albuterol for URI. Left a message for the family.

9. VG, is a 13-year-old seen with right thumb pain. X-rays were negative. Splint was applied. Child is doing well. Father was happy with the care that was received and they did not have to wait too long and the only test done was x-ray.

10. CI, this is a 15-year-old with a laceration to the lip, required subcutaneous closure as well as superficial closure. The family said the lip is healing well, no sign of infection and Dr. Rajan did a fantastic job.

11. YG, is a 58-year-old with back pain, abdominal pain and blood in the urine. CBC, CMP, urinalysis, and CT scan were all done. It showed constipation. Treated with Dulcolax and lactulose and was discharged. The patient was happy with the care and especially with Dr. Rajan and felt like she was seen in a timely manner and the workup was very appropriate.

12. NL, is a 39-year-old with a swollen leg. CBC, CMP, Doppler studies and x-rays were all negative. Diagnosed with varicose veins. Placed on stockings, extra strength Tylenol and was sent home. Referred to a vascular specialist. The patient felt like she had a great workup, Dr. Rajan was very informative explaining her condition to her and testing was perfectly appropriate.

13. SP, is a 39-year-old woman seen with nausea, vomiting, and diarrhea. Swab test, HCG, urinalysis, CBC, CMP, CT of the abdomen and x-ray were negative. Diagnosed with bronchitis and gastroenteritis. Treated with inhaler, probiotics, Zofran, Flagyl and Cipro. Again, perfect workup. Left a message for the patient to call me back.
14. SC, is a 33-year-old seen with sore throat, nasal congestion, positive strep and treated with Pen VK and discharged, doing well. Everyone did a great job, she states. Only a strep test was done and workup was appropriate.
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15. JC, is a 20-year-old seen with possible STDs. No treatment. STD testing was sent, which all came back negative and was happy with Dr. Rajan. He thought he was seen very quickly. He was in the hospital less than an hour.

16. AD, is a 32-year-old woman seen with back pain. The patient had L-spine x-rays, urinalysis, HCG and treated with Flexeril and Toradol in the emergency room, sent home with Flexeril and Motrin, did quite well and was very happy with the care. The workup was perfect.

Everyone was happy with the care received. The rest I left the message for. The workup did not appear excessive and the patients did not feel like they had to wait too long to be seen.
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
