CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is here to follow up and medications.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Here for refills.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and hypogonadism.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left knee.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: See chart.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory. Smoking one and half packs a day.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past history of erectile dysfunction, hypertension, and high lipid disease.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Without CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

Because of history of obesity, hypertension, recent elevated labs; elevated cholesterol, started on simvastatin, fasting labs were repeated including EKG. Because of history of questionable arrhythmia and because of irregular heart rate, an EKG was done which showed presence of supraventricular extrasystoles, possible old inferior infarction, also right ventricular hypertrophy and abnormal changes possibly due to myocardial ischemia.
CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Followup hypertension, hyperlipidemia, obesity, erectile dysfunction and now with coronary artery disease with PACs.
PLAN: The patient was advised to see cardiologist for consultation. Given information to see Dr. Klem. Medications were refilled. To follow up on lab work next week when results available. Continue medications for now. Encouraged to continue to work on losing weight and smoking.
