CHIEF COMPLAINT: Routine followup.

HPI: The patient is a 36-year-old male who was initially evaluated on 09/10/2021. At that time, he had presented with tinnitus and hearing loss. This had been more pronounced during the pandemic. The patient was subsequently referred to Dr. Bernard Drury for mild hearing loss and tinnitus. He was subsequently seen in followup in October 2021 where he describes symptoms of hematospermia and scrotal pain. It was suspected that he had epididymitis and was started on ciprofloxacin. Labs including beta-HCG, alpha fetoprotein and ultrasound were ordered. The patient is now seen in followup.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes:
1. Tinnitus.

2. Mild hearing loss.

3. Low back pain.

4. Hematospermia.

5. Scrotal pain.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Oral surgery.

MEDICATIONS: Viagra p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had hearing loss and tinnitus. Maternal grandfather had lung cancer.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He previously worked for a Canadian Solar Company. However, today, he reports that he is now married and working for a new company.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Telemedicine exam only.

LAB WORK: The ultrasound dated 04/29/2022 reveals no sonographic evidence of testicular torsion or intratesticular masses. There are small simple appearing bilateral hydroceles. No evidence of varicocele bilaterally. Alpha fetoprotein is noted to be normal. Beta-HCG normal. Sodium 138, potassium 4.4, chloride 102, bicarb 27, BUN 8, creatinine 0.91, and glucose 85. Urinalysis – specific gravity 1.008. Negative for blood. No RBC seen. 1+ leukocyte estrace present.
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IMPRESSION: 
1. Mild hearing loss.

2. Tinnitus.

3. Hematospermia – resolved.

4. Small bilateral hydrocele.

PLAN: Referred to Dr. Bill Lewis. Follow up in one year.
