Mrs. Miller is a 58-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hypothyroidism management. She was diagnosed with hypothyroidism in 2021. She also has a history of hyperlipidemia. She reports symptoms of dry skin, fatigue, mood swings, thinning hair, and fluctuating weight. She is postmenopausal at 52. Her labs show a TSH, which is elevated at 4.99 and free T4 of 1.1. She was previously on levothyroxine 50 mcg daily.

Plan:
1. For her hypothyroidism, her TSH is elevated at 4.99 with a free T4 of 1.1. My recommendation is to increase her levothyroxine to 75 mcg daily and recheck a thyroid function panel prior to her return.

2. I will also check TPO antibody level in order to assess for autoimmune thyroiditis including Hashimoto’s thyroiditis.

3. I will also check a thyroid ultrasound to assess for any thyroid nodules and assess the thyroid gland.

4. For her hyperlipidemia, she is on rosuvastatin 20 mg daily.
