The patient stated he was here last Saturday on 09/03/2022, for routine visit, had a CT scan done and is here to review the results.

The patient stated that since his last visit he has had no need to seek medical, psychological, surgical or emergency care elsewhere and today states he has no complaints.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 96% at room air.
Blood pressure 133/80.

Pulse 67.

Respirations 18.
Temperature 98.2.

HEENT: Normal.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles.

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. BPH.

2. Elevated PSA

PLAN: The patient and I reviewed a CT scan which was done last Saturday. The report by the radiologist confirmed enlarged prostate. In the past, the patient’s PSA was 9. CT scan and ultrasound does not reflect any calcific nodule on his prostate. However, I will still go ahead and send Mr. Bersch to the urologist for a consultation for further evaluation. He is in agreement with my plans.
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
